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If a coyote is sleeping, the symbol for the location will only show up as one dot because the symbols are “stacked” on top of each other. In other words, in any three hour period a coyote that is moving about will be indicated on the map with three separate dots, but a coyote that is sleeping will appear as a single dot. Knowing this, does it appear that coyotes are typically “on the move” more often during the day or at night?

*Bonus: Could there be another explanation for the overall difference between the number of points in the day and in the night?
